Go 3.69 miles and turn left on to Clear
Creek Rd/ Leatherwood Creek Rd. go 1/2 mile and Clear Creek Market will be on the
right, look for ride signs to direct you to park.

From Ashland: Take I-64 West to Exit 133 (Farmers/Sharkey) turn left on Ky 801,
toward Farmers and Cave Run Lake, go 3 miles to stop sign and turn right on to US 60.
Go 4 miles to caution light in Salt Lick and turn sharp left on Hwy 211. Go 3.69 miles
and turn left on to Clear Creek Rd/ Leatherwood Creek Rd. go 1/2 mile and Clear Creek
Market will be on the right, look for ride signs to direct you to parking area.
